“Symptoms” means cough, shortness of breath or difficulty breathing, fever, chills, muscle pain, sore throat, fatigue, headache, congestion or runny nose, nausea or vomiting, diarrhea, or new loss

of taste or smell; “Exposure” is to an individual with a positive COVID-19 test; and “Positive Tested” is only related to COVID-19. “Close Contact” mean those in
6-feet for more than 15 minutes 48 hours before Positive Tested individual became symptomatic. “Recovery” means the resolution of fever without the use of fever-reducing medications and
improvement in symptoms (e.g., cough, shortness of breath) without the use of cough-suppressant medications; AND, at least 10 days have passed since symptoms first appeared.

After you have ended isolation, if your COVID-19 symptoms recur or worsen, restart your isolation at day 0.

If you had symptoms, day 0 is the day of symptom onset, regardless of when a person tested positive.

If you had no symptoms, day O is the day you were tested (not the day you received results).

If you developed symptoms within 10 days, clock restarts at day 0 on the day of symptom onset.

If you test positive for COVID-19, stay home for at least 5 days and isolate from others in your home. You are likely
